Left Wing section of the Socialist Farty who were thrown out of the National
Emergency Convention by the police st the instigation of National Secretary
Germer and the illegal National Executive Committee, met and constituted
themselves into the Communist Labor Party. Max Bedact, Alexander Bilan,
Jack Carney, Edward Lingrer and L. E. Katterfeld elected as National Exec-

utive Committee,

and Alfred Wagenknecht as National Secretary. Head-

Adolph
Germer, As only right wing delegales
were given cards and admitted, the
glogan of ‘‘white cards for the white
guards’’ was soon on every red dele-
gates lips.

Left Wing delegates excluded num-
hered about 50 and at ‘the hearing
of the reactionary contest committee,
presided over by Judge Panken of
New York and which was composed
mostly of lawyers, it wus learned
that the contests which were enter-
¢d against the Left Wing delegations
came in good part from the outlawed

national executive committee, which
constitutionally ceased to funetion
July 1.

The convention was un eye-opener
te all delegates, even those delegates
who were not avowedly Left Wing
realized that there was no chance for
a sincere expression of opinion by vote
upon the floor. The convention was
controlled by a machine of 5£ hand
picked delegates who came from New
Michigan and WMassachusetts.
Altho meore than half of the locals
and branches of New York state have
been expelled by a reactionary
officialdom, that state was represented
at the convention by 32 delegates.
Tn justice this state was entitled to
only ahout 15 delegates. Michigan was
scated with six delegates. This state
was expelled from the national organ-
izgtion rceently and was reorganized
with about 150 members. Representa-
tion should have been based upon the
membership in the new organizatior,
Accordingly, it would bave been en-
1itled to only one delegnte. The same
was true of Massachusetts. This state
was also expelled and reorganized, still
its representation was bssed upon the
membership it had hefore being ex-
pelled and had 14 delegates upon th2
floor instead of its rightful four.

Facing a machine such as this, the
centrists, who came to the conven-
tion hoping for a square deal, were
sorely disappeinted. The Left Wing
delegates found ont early in the first
day of the convention that confer:
ences would be necessary between all
revelutionary delegates if the battle
for rc¢volutionary Socialism  in  the
party was to be carried to its logical
conclusion in the convention. These
conferences were attended by delega-
tions from Virginia, Delaware, West
Wirginia, Kentneky, Minnesota, New
Jersey, Michigan, Chio, New York,
Illinois Washington Missouri Rhede
Island, C(‘alifornig, Colorado, Oragon,
Kansas, Florida, \*ebraska, Utah and
Indiana. The delegates attending the
conferences decided to aet as a unit
in presenting their demands to the
convention and agreed that oniy then
would any of them take their seots
when all Left Wing delegates were
seated.

Tt was alse decided that -sheuld the
convention attempt to transact any
business before the 50 contested dele-
gates were seated, that then a]l Left
Wing delegates mpoh the floor of the
convention would retire and go to
the caucus room for vonsultation. The
erucial moment came when the con-
vention was called to order upon the
second day. Seymour Stedman, who
was chairman, entertained a motion
that the report of the referen-
du investigating committee be heard.
This motion was about to be put when
Delegate Caldwell of Rhode Island
arose, protested against this unjust
proceedure, stated that before business

This wzs done and with the singing
of the Internationale and three cheers
for Debs, the regularly constituted con-
vention of the Socinlist Party consisting
of the Russian Socialists and other
revolutionary organizations, came to
order.

Edgar Owens of Illinois was elected
temporury chairman, Marguerite Pre-
vey, Viee-Chairman, Lawrence Zitt of
Ohio, Secretary and E. B. Austin of
Kentncky, assistant secretary.

Victor Ber-
ger then proceeded to shake hands
with all the police about him, assuring
them that they were his best friends,

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14 §s said, but I have no proof of
4t, that the car in which Debs was
plaeed helonged to “‘a Cleveland news-
papes.’” A reporter for that paper sat
with the chauffeur. In a few seconds
Baor, Wagenknecht, Mrs. Deibel, Eng-
dabl, and myself threw our baggage
sute an auto owned by Morris Fried,
a Cieveland Socialist. It was a huge
douving car capable of great speed.
The Debs’ car was a -smaller affair.
Yet the Debs’ cpr-tore through the
atreets, rounding corners sharply, and
fguoring all traffie regulations. Up one
atreet and down another it raced, tore
and careened.

Our car kept up all the way, some-
g¢imes seratching the paint off moving
troMley cars and brushing other speed-
ing antomobiles. For an hour this race
eontinned. _

Traffic policemen waved their arms
aftar both cars in franctic yet futile
sttempt to stop the.mad:race. Along
Buelid Avenue, where John D. Rocke-
feller has his palatial Cleveland res-
jdence, the Debs car slowed up. The
marshal was showing Debs the house
$n -which Tom Johnson had lived
when he was Mayor gud getting in
Bad with the big business interests
Pecanse of his 3-cent street car fight.

We ran up to a little railroad sta-
¢ion en the Erie near the outskirts
of Cleveland, and all bought tickets
for Youngstown, Ohio. The marshall
wag surprised and angry when Baur,
Fngdahl, Wagenknecht and myself

-Donght tickets for the same place.

He than knew that we are going
to stick to end. He demied he had
¢ried to lose us, but that was one of
Bie aims. They wanted to take Debs
away alone. They did’nt want any-

Body to see.
On the Erie train we were placed
fn a private compartment. The

marshal then spoke as if he was sorry
that we had to take three-quarters of
¢he t#ip on trolley cars. That was
purely for effect. It had all been plan-
ned. They knew well ewough that if
they took Debs to Moundsville by a
gegular route, on either the Pennsyl-
gania ot the Baltimore & Ohio, we
wonld telegraph ahead and organize
apecdy demonstrations at every city
and town on the road. We had our
t¢ime tables marked ready to carry
this plan into effect. We meant to give
Debs a rousing farewell along the
fine,

It was pot to be.

Phe trip was uneventful. Debs told
sforics of his life, the A, R. U. strike,
¢he time when he told the then Gov-
aernor Knute Nelson to take a trip
on the‘‘R’’ line and go to hell, and the
eage of John R. Walsh, the Chicago
Hanker who died in the prison at Joliet.
Every now and then Debs would turn
gonnd to Marshal Lap, slap him on
¢he knee and ask him how he felt.

A¢ the station in Cleveland I hap-
pesed  to mention to Marshal Lapp
ghat his name would go down'in Ris-
gory for the part he was playing in

. 4his great drama. The marshal blusheds:

Tt ‘wad apparent from his manner that

"fe 3id not relish that sort of fame.

Just before we reached Youngstown
Debs remarked that it might take us
gome time to get to Moundsville,

‘¢Well, we can make an all day
job eof it,*’ smiled Lapp. ‘‘We have
Jots of time.”’ ¢

‘¢Oh, yes,’’ rejoined Debs, ‘‘we have

30 years to get there.’’
. Af the little station of the inter-
sirhban Debs strolled about and econ-
versed with the first one of his party
and then another. I{e seemed to be
4n. tho best of spirits.

4T never felt better in my life.
“Fhis is the beginning of a great event
for us all.”’ .

We reached Youngstown at 12.20,
and not a soul, save one little boy,
knew that Dehs was in the city.

In half an hour we were again on
& frolley bourd for Letonia. From
there to East Liverpool, from there
¢0 Steubenville, from there to Wells-
burg, from there to Wheeling, from
there to Moundsville, We hopped off
and on interurban cars all day long
Bunday, sometimes in the sunshine
gometimes through mists and threat-
ening clouds,

No one in-the party had eaten a
smounthful since early morning, At
¥oungstown the marshals alternated their
watch over Debs, so they could get a
gundwich. No thonght was taken of
Debs. He could wait until the end of
the journey. e was just a conviet;
o jail with him.

In East Liverpool I asked Marshal
T.app if we could stop long enough to
give Debs some ‘dinner, The veteran
gehisftain of the militant movement of
¢he working class showed exhaustion.
Hiz face was drawn and  his shonl-
ders a little more bent. There was not
& word of complaint from him. When
we bellowed about the kidnaping,
Pebs would only smile and say: ‘*It’s
sll right; let them have their inning
now; we’’l have ours soon.”’ Like
Christ toting his cross to Calvary,
aaying: ‘‘Father, forgive them; they
know not what they do,’’ ’Gene Debs
svas toting his cross to Mounsville, and
forgave them who knew not what they
were doing.

We slid across trestles, jolted and
jostled along the foothills of the Al-
?{egheuies, with every mnow and then
happy couples getting on and'off the
warious cars on which we traveled,
They were making merry on a Sun.
day frolir. Dechs, on the same car, was
geoing to prison. )

Just before we got to Liverpool,
about 4 o’clock, Debs was so weary he
gould bold his head up no longer. He
wad sitting with his brother-in-law.
Presently, ’Gene’s head slowly bent
toward his breast, and in this posture

he slept as the car rocked his head
from sidg, to side.

..Life’s grayest shadows hold no sad-
der picture than this. In all the days
of our lives, we who went with Debs
to prison, shall mnever forget the sad
sleeping figure of bima with head bent
on his bosom, his great frame cramped
in a straw trolley seat, moving along
the Ohio Valley, with the river flow-
ing at our right, with great earth
swells rising and. failing on either side
lke huge brown waves.

‘Tt is just another stop,’’ said Mar-
shal Lapp, when we reached Steuben-
ville. :

Debs was now awake and alert. Ile
remarked about the dull and drab life
of the workers in the small Ohio min-
ing villages. Once, pointing to a low
squatty cabin on a hillside—the habitat
of a miner——’Gene remarked. ‘‘That
place i3 a palace to what they have
down in the Paint Creek region of
West Virginia.’’

When the marshal said, ‘It is just
one more stop,”’ he knew he was ly-

‘ing. It was three more stops. We had

made five so far. We got into Wheel-
ing about 7 o’clock. It was twilight.
The marshal steered us into a cheap

|dairy lunchroom, seven hungry men.

Debs ordered pork chops, brown po-
tatoes, coffee and hread. It was to be
his last meal in the world he kunew
and loved, for all of its sorrow and
gsordidness. I sat next to him and bolted
my own liver and onions so I might
rush a wire dispatch to The New York
Call. Debs finished half of my meal.
When I came bhack, he said: ¢‘Now
you are liverless. What are you going
to dot%”’ ‘

The Marshall took Debs’ check and
paid it. ’Gene hastily gathered up one
or two checks of his friends and paid
them himself.

As he ate in peace and quiet, the
two marshals walked restlessiy to and
fro. They wanted to hurry along to
the prison with their charge. They
confessed they were tired and weary.
How much more so must have been
Debs, 64 years old, just out of a sick
bed, and with a million years of service’
to the world and its workers crowled
into his span of life. Shortly before
10 o’clock we alighted at Mounds-
ville, The great turrets of the prison
arose before us like ancient towers.
As we passed we could hear voices.
They were those of the prisoners.
Lights shot through the steel bars
like a sieve held over a candle.

Debs was still toting his heavy
grip., He would let none ecarry it for
him. And 30 seconds from the time that
Eugene Victor Debs crossed the thres-
hold of the prison, he had heen shot
throngh the automatic turntable en-
closed in a double set of circular bars.
He had begun to serve his terms of
10 years.

Debs was merely toly by Wardeu
Terrell that he would be expected to
6bey all prison rules, which: do not
permit Socialist speeches or writing.
Debs promised to try to obey every
rile, saying, ““If I transgress, it will
not be intentional, and I want you
to call my attention to my error so
I will not repeat it.”’

‘We were riding between East Liver-
pool and Steubenville in mid . after-
roon.”Now and then the, creaking trol-
lny car would come to a full stop
to let on or off passengers. Debs looked
weary. He gazed out of the window
at the rolling hills. He was sitting in
the little ‘smoking compartment with
Baur. The United States marshall and
his deputy were seated in the compart-
ment with Debs and Baur. Both Lapp
and Walsh~ were nodding their heads.
Bauer left his seat beside Debs and
came back to where Engdahl, Wagen-
knecht and myself were sitting. I left
the group and went into the seat
along side of Debs. We remarked about
the scenery and then discussed the
Gutrageous methods of the officials in
spiriting Debs away to prison. ’Gene
pressed my hand very tenderly, say-
ing: ‘Tt is all right, Davy, they knew
they bad to do it this way.”’

He than asked me if I had someo
paper. : :

‘I want you to take a statement
for me. It will be my last,'’

These are the words of the great
humanist that T wrote on the back
of an envelope at his slow and delib-
erate dictation: )

‘1 enter the prison doors a flaming
revolutionist—my  head erect, my
spirit untamed and my soul uncon-
querable.”’

These wages, whether they
be low, or relatively high, on-
1y enable the toilers, as a class,
to . purchage. J@& enough to
exist upon. - T T
Wages and Cost "of Living.
Wages are now relatively high
hut the cost of living is much
more than relatively higher.
With a lowering of the stan-
dard of wages, there would
be a slight reduction of the
cost of living; with a redue-
tion of the cost of living there
wonld be an inevitable drop
in the standard of wages —
and there vou are. You would,
under either condition, be
gble only to bhuy enough to
exigt upon. Prices are soar-
ing sky-high all  over the
world and as they continue
to soar, the less will the wor-
kers be akle to obtain.

For the same reason, the National
Fxecutive Committee did refuse to re-
cognize the will of the Party member-
ship. as expressed in the referendum
votes upon the election of National
Fxecutive Committee, International
Delegates, International Secretary, and
the referendum upon the question of
alffiliation with the Third International
the referendum upon the calling of the
National Emergency Gonvention,and the
referendum to reverse their actions
above alluded to—this last referen-
dam  being seconded by more than
fiftteen thousand members in good
standing
- The Nntional Executive Committee
did repudiste the overwheltifig voté
of the aPrty membership to the effect
that they vacate their offices in favor
of the new National Executive Com-
mittee duly elected to take office
July 1, 1919, and that tley refused
to turn over the property of the Party
to the new N. E. C.

The organizing committee of t{his
hody, without any reason, did yester-
day morning refuse to grant admission
to delegates from California, Tllionis,
Kansas, Nebraska, New Jersey, Ohio,
Orcgon, Washington, Florida, Utal,
West Virginia these delegates being
regularly clected edelegates for whomn
no contesting delegates have appeared
at this convention and most of them
representing states which have been
neither expelled nor suspended.

Other delegates, representing alto-
gether the vast majority of the Party
membership, are contested by delega-
tions illegally elected, rcpreseunting
Locals and Franches whose membership
exists largely on paper.

We call the attentior of the dele-
gates to the fact that when duly-
elected delegates to this body at-
tempted to enter the. Convention Hall
yesterday morrving. they were forcibly
ejected by the police, acting under the
orders of Adolph Germer, former Na-
tional Secretary of the aPrty.

Tha action of the Commitiee on
Contested 3eats, in refusing to con-
sider the case of the delegates from
Obio. and the contesting delegates
from New York, on the plea that they
had been expelled from the Party,
shows clearly that the ex-officials in
charge of this convention intend to
permit only their own hand-picked
delegates to vote upon such questions
a8 may he submitted to them. Con-
sidering that throngh the exclusion of
delegates representing the great ma-
Jority of the Party membership it is
impossible to bring to bear the will of
the Party cmmbership in this Con-

.vention we hereby declare:

That if so far we have taken part in
this Convention it is not because we

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ABOUT SOVIET RUSSIA.
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Now what is the Soviet as it exists in Russia

teday? We have scen that, in the first days of the

Revolution, it was formed out of the thousands of

informal gatherings of workers and peasants through-
out the land which came together to decide what
next to do. The original Soviets were economie bo-
dies, for it was natural to expect that people con-
mected with one another by common work and com-
mon material interests should meet in times of ca-
taclysmic social gatherings. A factory workman’s
jmmediate interests are more closely bound up with
the interests of his comrades in ‘the same factory

than they are with workers in another industry. For
imstance, the meial workers depend for their daily
Lread upon the welfare of the metal industry, the
railwaymen on the railways, the peasants on ths
agncultujal industry. Ever since man first began to
Qivide the work of ecivilization among his fellowmen,

he has shown a tendency to congregate on the basis -

of guilds or special trades. All the more natural i
it mow, in a highly developed society, in a state of
temporary - flux, that metal workers, railwaymen and
peasants should got together in a different dislrict
and discuss the subjects that most affeet their lives.
The informal economic unions, which sprang up in
the first days of the Russian Revolution, became, as
we have seem, the basis of the Soviet system. The
maost‘irgn'portant point to observe about them is thuat
they were industrial and had no relation to terri-
tonal divisions of society, except in so far as geo-
gréphical and climatic conditions imposed a certain
limit to the industrial organization. The Revolution
therefore brought the Soviets into life on an
economic basis and for an economic purpose, and
in their frst inception tkéy were anarchic and with-
During the first
few weeks of the Russian Revolution, one Sovies

knew nothing of what the other was doing. Only

sfter the first month was it possible to talk of an’

erganization which was gradually uniting and co-
erdinatizg tlhe aciions of all the Soviets scattered
about the country. This co-ordination beeame most
impérative for the safety of the Revolution, because
the forces of the old social order, which had been
overthrown, soon Legan to gather stremgth again.
Ounly ' organized Soviets could raise the necegsary
barrier to rcaction. Orly if they expanded their
aetivilies to broad political action could they pos-
sibly safeguard those local ecomomic interests ~te
protect which they originally were created. Only by‘
Lecoming political bodies could they guarantes the
rew special order. Thus, in every town in Russia,
the factory committees and informal workers’ unions
vnited into a Central Soviet, which at once took
upon itself the task of fighting the counterrevein-
tion and countrolling whatever authority the middle
classes had set up. Soon the question was raised,
whether this Central which was already
exercising a sort of control over the bourgeois go-
vernment, should not take all political authority
into its hands. The controversy that raged about
this question marked the second stage of the Revo-
lution, which ended in Oectober, 1917, im the vieto-
ry of the proletariat and the expansion of the power
of the Soviets from that of indirect political control
into that of direct political responsibility. Thus in

Finally these central urban
Soviets and the unions of provincial Soviets sent
their representatives to a great State Congress of
1the whole country. This Congres now wmeets every
six months and clects a Central Soviet Executivs,
which is empowered to act with autherity in the pe-
ri0d between the Congresses. This body has mow be-
come the supreme fpolitical authority in the Soviet
Republie. It controls the Red Army ‘and Navy, the
foreign policy and the economic exchange with
other' states. Thus, beginning with informal gathe-
smgs of workers, bound by economic interest, ths
Russian Soviet has developed into a great political
'I;oﬁver; which is‘to be reckoned with in international
polities. )

But that is omly half the story. We have seen
that the

were the seed from which the green shoot of the

original anarchically-formed commitfees
centralized political Soviet grew. But it soon be-
gan to put forth another shoot—the organized ecco-
nomie syndicate. And it came about in this way.
Toe workers’ factory committeés, that elect the lo-
cal political - Soviet for managing the ‘militia, ete.,
soon begar to send their delegates to a conference
representing all the workers divided according to
rpofession in that particular district. This movement
was in complete antagonism to the old trade umnion
movement, which sought wunder Crzarism to devide
the workers into a number of craft unions within
the industiries. The essential featﬁre of this new
economic Soviet or syndicate is that it is organized
on the Lasis of industry and not on the basis of
gaild. Only in this way is it possible to prevent the
economic power of the workers, the unity of whieh
is so essential m the struggle against capitalism,
irom. being broken into jarring eraft unioms, all
working at ecross purposes. Under the mnew system
the wood-workers and bhook-keepers in the metal
industry must chouse their representatives to look
after their ecomomic interests along with the actual
metal-workers themselves: '

My experiepces in the Russian villages has
taught me that just the same social divisions are
to be fuond there, in perhaps slightly different form,
as exist in the more industrialized rural districts of
Western Europe. The idea that it is possible o
separate the peasants from the wrban population of
Russia and thereby mobilize an anti-Bolshevik force
within the country is a fantasy, The same prb-
letariat and Iaborer, middle class corn speculator
is fouud there as in other lands. And the urban
worker in Russia who supports the Bolshevik has
an ally in the village in the shape of the landless
peasant, just as the urban middle eclass has his

THE SOVIET SYSTEM AND SO0-CALLED
DEMOCRACY

Everywhere in Russia now the, organs of the
new form of. society are found in the two types
¢ Boviet. Upon these political and industrial
anions only those who labor by muscle and brain
can elect and be elected. Jin order to obtain a
vote, therefors, a man or a woman must be or-
ganized in some sort of economic Soviet or in-
Gustrial syndicate, and in order to be thus orgau-
ized he iust do some form of productive work.
This is the first esseniial of the Soviet system.
"The second essential is that the Soviet should be
elected mot territorially, but industrially. This is
the 1eal difference between a Soviet State and 2
Democratic State. A Jemocratic state recognizes
Lo ecomomic divisions in the elsctorate. Everyone
is regarded as a part of what is vaguely called ‘‘the
people.”” How impracticable a demoecratic parlia-
ment is for the modern industrially-specialized form
of soceiety, the dfollowing example may show. A
metal worker, let us say, lives next to a railway-
man on #one side and an accountant om the other.

Kach of them, if he were to draw up a pregramme
of his demands at a given moment, would have
different ¢laim to make for the protection of his
particular economic interest.

economic apparatus which is able to represent the
workers special interests and can recomcile them
with the interest of the whole community is at
hand. In a Democratic state exactly the reverse
is the case, for here the worker’s industrial organ-.
izations have mno political power and can oniy ad-
vise a bedy which is brought into being by a scat-
tered elesterate. Thus the three 1{ypes of workers
that I take above are in a demoeratic state only
able to one distriet in
whieh their economic interest is swamped in thous-
ands of others.
