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Explanatory:

The information contained in this paper has been
obtained from all conceivable sources. It should be
noted at the very start that there are hundreds of orga-
nizations and publications which are not included in
the figures given below because it has been practically
impossible to either procure reliable figures on the
amount of their business or to safely estimate the same
from our general knowledge of the workers of the or-
ganization. In some instances, it will be found that
the name of the organization or publication is given
without any figures. This is done because it would be
improper to prepare any paper which purports to cover
the entire field of ultra-radical activity without includ-
ing them. When I use the term “ultra-radical activi-
ties,” I mean activities which are at least more extreme

than those of the old line Socialist Party or groups;
therefore, the Socialist Party, for instance, is not in-
cluded.

Very largely the figures are based upon financial
statements or the books of the organizations them-
selves. Where there is a pure estimate, the figure is in-
dicated by an asterisk. The financial statements and
the reports upon which this statement is based cover a
period of approximately 18 months. A daily amount
is taken to cover 365 days per year; that is, the figure
given as the average daily amount spent means Sun-
days and holidays included.

The statement does not include books published
under private auspices or the many thousands shipped
into the country from abroad, even those from the
Bolshevist presses in Moscow.

Analysis:

The enormous expenditures of the American
Agency of the Communist International in connec-
tion with the unity proceedings of the Communist
Parties are not included above.

The item under “Gold Shipments from Soviet
Russia” is the largest individual amount based upon
authentic estimates from abroad showing that the
amount of such gold shipped to the United States was
45 millions of dollars ($45,000,000). This amount I
have split into thirds covering 3 years of Bolshevik ac-
tivity.

According to the figures given above, the total
amount per day is $70,913.66.

What does this figure mean? It means a total
annual expenditure of $25,883,485.90. The amount
expended annually would represent the income at the
rate of 6 percent on an investment of $431,391,431.66,
or, in other words, nearly one-half a billion dollars.
Do not forget in considering this figure that the state-
ment itself shows many organizations and publications
which have not been included in these figures.

There has recently been established one fund,
along, of $2,500,000, left by a man who recently died
and whose will provided that the income from that
fund is to be used for the advancement of “liberal”
ideas. The income from this fund at the rate of 6 per-
cent would amount to $150,000 per year, or $410.93
per day.
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
